The House and Senate officially convened on Monday, January gth for the
first day of the 2017 Legislative Session. Members of both Chambers were
sworn into office shortly after the session began.

The House elected David Ralston (R-Blue Ridge) as Speaker of the House
and also elected Representative Jan Jones (R-Milton) as Speaker Pro
Tempore.

Lieutenant Governor Casey Cagle will continue to preside over the Senate.
David Shafer (R-Duluth) was elected to serve as President Pro Tempore in
the Senate.

SB 10 — Retirement; provide for creditable service for certain military service

This legislation allows an ERS member with at least two years of service to purchase up to three years of
creditable service for military service performed on or after 1/1/1990.

SB 10 was assigned to the Senate Retirement Committee.

No action was taken on retirement bills.
